This Inception Report has been prepared in comgiavith the reporting schedule described
at Table 10 - Indicative monitoring and evaluatwaorkplan, of the Project Document for the
Pacific Islands Oceanic Fisheries Management Rr¢2€eMP), UNDP/GEF project number
PIMS 2992. It provides an overview of the projéist,objectives, resources available and the
expected outcomes as documented in the Project m@auwhich was endorsed by the
Global Environment Facility (GEF) CEO in May 200Bhe report has been prepared as a
guiding document for the early phases of projegi@mentation.

The Report is based on discussions held at antinoeyWorkshop in Suva, Fiji in late August
2005 at which key project staff from the UNDP/GEREgnal Office in Bangkok; the
designated Implementing Agency; UNDP office in Sawal its sub-office Honiara and the
Executing Agency, the FFA, were present. As a tesfulhese discussions it was concluded
that the report would be prepared for presentatiaine first meeting of the project Regional
Steering Committee (RSC) scheduled for 14 Octob8b2

It was agreed that the report should provide thgetaaudience with a status report of the
activities at project start up which would commeircéhe last part of 2005 and its associated
workplan. The approval process for the projectdw@sirred mid way through a calendar year,
resulting in the starting point for the five yeaoject requiring the timing to be spread over a
six year period. This has resulted in the neecwse the approved work plan and budget as
shown in the Project Document at page 89. Othepgorrections relating to UNDP coding
have also been made to the Work Plan and Budgett arthains for the RSC1 to consider
these revisions. The ongoing work of the RSC w#l to subject further work plans to
regularly appraise and review in an attempt to laekiress the needs of the beneficiary
countries throughout the life of the project.

The report also takes the opportunity to highlighe identified risks and indicators. The
OFMP logframe sets out a comprehensive set of amalis, risks and assumptions relating to
project implementation, which are summarised intiSedcE of the Project Document. Those
indicators and risks broadly relate to four masues which are described in this report.

Background

In its first International Waters (IW) project witRacific small island developing States
(SIDS) the Global Environment Facility (GEF) prosit support for the process of
discussions and negotiations between Pacific Stidsr coastal States of the Western and
Central Pacific Ocean and fishing States, on amgional arrangement for the conservation,
management and sustainable development of trandboustocks of oceanic fish and related
species; and for the provision of additional sdfenknowledge and information about these
stocks and the Western Tropical Pacific Warm Paobk Marine Ecosystem. The final text
of the Western and Central Pacific Fisheries (WCE&jvention was agreed in September
2000 and came into force on 19 June 2004, followatgication or accession by 13 FFA
Member States, including 11 Pacific island cousttibat are participating in the Pacific
Oceanic Fisheries Management Project (OFMP), plustralia and New Zealand.

The development of a further phase for the Ocelisiteries Management (OFM) component
of the GEF Strategic Action Programme for Interoradil Waters of the Pacific Islands (SAP
IW), was made possible by a program of activitiesriced by a GEF PDF B small grant
approved by the GEF Council in February 2004 amgpsued by in-kind contributions by
Pacific SIDS. The GEF PDF B grant supported Pa@libS efforts as they participated in
finalizing the establishing of the new WCPF Commoissestablished by the Convention, and
the initial period of its operation.

The PDF B funds supported the preparation of doosaien, through a process designed to
build a broad-based constituency, for a new phdse/ark enhancing oceanic fisheries
management. In addition, they provided bridgingpsup for Pacific SIDS in the period
between completion of pilot activities of the IW BAroject and the commencement of the
second phase of the OFM Project. This facilitatesirtparticipation in the final stages of the
intergovernmental Preparatory Conference that peep#&or the establishment of the new
Commission.

Summary Overview of the Project

The Pacific Islands OFMP approved by the GEF CduinciFebruary 2005 supports 15
Pacific small island developing States (SIDS) aff@s they participate in the setting up and
the initial period of operation of the new Westarmd Central Pacific Fisheries Commission
(WCPFC). The 15 participating Pacific SIDS are Ctsi&inds, Federated States of Micronesia,
Fiji, Kiribati, Marshall Islands, Nauru, Niue, PalaPapua New Guinea, Samoa, Solomon
Islands, Tonga, Tokelau, Tuvalu and Vanuatu. Tdedgyof the five year project combine the
interest of the global community in the conservatid a marine ecosystem covering a large
area of the surface of the globe, with the intsrestsome of the world’s smallest nations in
the responsible and sustainable management ofroesothat are crucial to their sustainable
development.

The Convention that establishes the WCPF Commisgtates responsibilities and
obligations on its signatories to ensure long teonservation and sustainable use of the
highly migratory fish stocks in the western andtcanPacific Ocean. Pacific SIDs will be
required to reform, realign, restructure and stileeig their national fisheries laws, policies,
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institutions and programmes to take up the new dppities which the WCPF Convention
creates and discharge the new responsibilitieobhigations which the Convention requires.

The United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) delegated UNDP Fiji Principal
Project Resident Representative for the OFMP. Trogept will be executed by the Pacific
Islands Forum Fisheries Agency (FFA) in conjunctisith the Secretariat of the Pacific
Community (SPC) and thiaternational Union for the Conservation of Natared Natural
Resources (IUCN). The Project Coordinating Unit (IP@vill be established at the FFA and
will be responsible for the day to day administratarrangements for the project as a whole,
and serve as a contact point between the projettgra, UNDP and participating countries.

The project comprises three major components. Ttieitges within the first component
covering scientific assessment and monitoring ecéraent will be implemented and directed
by SPC with certain activities relating to seamsumplemented by IUCN. The FFA will
undertake the coordination of activities in companéwo relating to law, policy and
institutional reform, realignment and strengtheni@gmponent three deals with coordination,
participation and information services required fooject implementation, including the
establishment of a Project Coordination Unit at FFA

Main Areas of Concern

This project is driven by Pacific SIDS concerns fimsustainable use of the transboundary
oceanic fish stocks of the Pacific Islands regio ansustainable levels and patterns of
exploitation in the fisheries that target thoseckto The six major inter-related aspects of the
global, regional and national concerns about uaguability in fisheries for transboundary
oceanic fish stocks, are:

the impact on target transboundary oceanic fistksto

the impact on non-target fish stocks;

the impact on other species of interest (such agxmemammals, seabirds and turtles);
the impact of fishing around seamounts;

the impact on foodwebs; and

the impact on biodiversity.

Project Goals

The global environmental goal of the Project is:
to achieve global environmental benefits by enhdrmsservation and management of
transboundary oceanic fishery resources in the fRacislands region and the
protection of the biodiversity of the Western TeoapiPacific Warm Pool Large Marine
Ecosystem.

The broad development goal of the Project is:
to assist the Pacific Island States to improve toatribution to their sustainable
development from improved management of transboyrmzeanic fishery resources
and from the conservation of oceanic marine biadivge generally.

Project Objectives

The immediate objectives of the Project addresstwite root causes of the threats to the
sustainability of use of the region’s oceanic fieBources identified in the Strategic Action
Plan for International Waters in the Pacific reg{@AP). Recalling that the SAP identified
the root causes underlying the concerns aboutttaedts relating to, oceanic fisheries in the
International Waters in the region as lack of ustlerding and weaknesses in governance, the
two immediate objectives of the Project are:

Progress of the WCPF Commission

The WCPF Convention came into force on 19 June 2fadldwing ratification or accession
by 13 FFA Member States, including 11 Pacific iglaountries that are participating in the
OFMP, plus Australia and New Zealand. In some sdke ratification or accession was
supported by technical assistance and trainingigedvunder the SAP | Project/ IWP or the
OFMP PDEF-B project. Subsequently, another sevaestand entities have become members
of the Commission, including all major fishing estexcept for the United States, whose
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ratification process is under way. Four territerfeave been authorised to participate in the
Commission, including Tokelau, a FFA Member. Aststage, it is clear that the Convention
has received broad acceptance from both coast@sSiad territories, and States and entities
fishing in the Convention area.

The WCPF Commission (WCPFC) held its first meetingPohnpei, Federated States of
Micronesia, in December 2004 and its second sessischeduled for December 2005, also in
Pohnpei.

Major outcomes of the first WCPFC meeting were:

» the adoption of Rules of Procedure for the workafgthe Commission and financial
regulations, including a scheme of financial cdnitions which provides for the major
share of the Commission’s budget to be financedrdang to catches. A budget for 2005
was also adopted;

» the adoption of Work Programmes for the Scient@emmittee and the Technical and
Compliance Committee and appointment of Chairslfose Committees;

e the adoption of procedures for the Commission’'somgcof fishing vessels and
authorizations to fish; specifications for the niagkand identification of fishing vessels;
and procedures for Cooperating non-members; and

« adopted a resolution on conservation and manageradiihg for advice from the
Scientific Committee and the Technical and Comparcommittee relating to the
conservation and management of bigeye and yellotufia, and measures to mitigate the
mortality of non-target species, especially seahitdrtles and sharks, from fishing.

Subsequently, the Scientific Committee met in Noayiéew Caledonia in August 2005 and
prepared revised assessments of the status ofdjoe stocks and the advice requested by the
Commission on the target tuna species and nonttapgeies, especially seabirds, sharks and
turtles.

Identified Risks and Indicators

The OFMP logframe sets out a comprehensive senditators, risks and assumptions
relating to Project implementation, which are sumigesl in Section E of the Project
Document. Those indicators and risks broadlytedia four main issues:

a. the effectiveness of cooperation among Commissionembers the Convention and
the Commission are widely regarded as having mageod start — the Convention was
brought into force relatively swiftly, and thereshaeen a high level of acceptance of the
Convention, even among fishing states which ijtialpposed it. The Commission
quickly adopted its basic administrative and finahcegulatory framework at its first
meeting, and made a start on the establishmeis afajor technical programmes and its
core business of identifying and adopting cons@wataind management measures.
However, difficult decisions lie ahead of the Memsheand the risks of gridlock in the
Commission causing shortfalls in achievement otdasservation and management goals
remain significant.

b. Pacific Island Countries’ capacities to participatein the Project activities and the
Commission effectively: the participation by Pacific Island countries ie fbrocesses of
establishing the Commission was seen as relatieffigctive supported by funding,
including grant finance from the GERowever, participation in the Commission itself
requires an increase in involvement, and at a higdahnical level. Maintaining effective
involvement in the Commission processes is a ahgéldor even the larger Pacific Island
Countries, and it is particularly difficult for trmmaller Pacific Island Countries. Overall,
it seems likely that smallness and its associatatsteaints, including the absorptive
capacity of small administrations will be a majaterminant of the level and speed of
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effectiveness of the Commission and of what caadhéeved by Project activities within
the five year life of the Project.

c. the sustainability of the impacts of the Project ativities; based on experience with
other international commissions involved in natur@source and environmental
management, the sustainability of the Commissiond aspecially its financial
sustainability, is an issue. In general, otherat@ommissions have a good record of
sustainability with the IATTC having operated fogamly 60 years and ICCAT having
operated for over 40 years. Early indicationstheg there are not likely to be any real
problems with financing of the Commission in itglgayears. There are grounds for
more serious concern about the sustainability dional programmes for oceanic
fisheries management in Pacific island countried &n other states which will be
necessary for the successful functioning of the @d@sion. Enhanced monitoring
programmes such as the gathering of returns omg§isand landing from fishers, port
sampling, observers and inspections will be sulisdaabligations for all Commission
members and the Project will give high prioritysiopporting Pacific island countries to
meet these obligations and design cost recovergrgmumes to finance them.  That
concern also relates to other commission Membegeatally some of the developing
country members.

d. the ability of the agencies involved in executingral implementing the Project and
national authorities to be able to coordinate, monor and manage a wide range of
activities spread over 15 countries:the experience of the OFM Component of the SAP
I/ IWP was that Project implementation was effegtlargely because of the quality of
collaboration between UNDP Apia, SPREP, FFA and ,S#d largely in spite of poor
project design and ineffective monitoring and egtibn processes.The OFMP should
have similar advantages in terms of the quality aafilaboration between the
Implementing and Executing Agencies, but it wiltdéasimilar difficulties in securing
stakeholder participation in project management efffiective monitoring and evaluation
in the face of the major demands on key public pridate personnel in Pacific island
countries, including a heavy schedule of regionaletimgs and regional programme
management.  For this reason, reporting formatsnged to be concise, and project
management processes will need to be streamlined.

In addition to the indicators in the logframe, tBEF has a system of indicators that need to
be integrated into project management and mongdroluding:

a. Process indicators which relate to institutional, programme andigoldevelopment,
such as indicators relating to the establishmedtaperation of the Commission and to
achievement of a range of national legal, instigil and programmatic reforms.

b. Stress Reduction Indicators: the key elements in the measurement of stress tieduc
indicators will be the adoption of conservation amnagement measures by the
Commission and its Members. The timing attachesttess reduction indicators in the
Logical Framework anticipates that the Commissidhlegin to adopt conservation and
management measures in the final years of the &®rojeis possible that some specific
measures, particularly measures to deter 1UU fggshimay be able to be adopted more
quickly; and

c. Environmental Status Indicators: within the 5 year life of the Project’s technical
activities, progress in measuring environmentatustandicators will be focused on
defining these indicators including work to develagreed reference points for target
stocks, and measures of the status of non-targetsusing outputs from component 1.
The proposed stream of work within SPC/OFP and @Goenmission on monitoring
ecosystem health will be a central component of ttreasurement of stress reduction
indicators.
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Status of Project Implementation

After a broad consultative process a draft progemtument for the Pacific Islands Oceanic
Fisheries Management Project endorsed by the jpeatiicg Pacific SIDS was completed and
submitted to the GEF Council on 10 January 200%hald undergone as a condition for
submission by GEF, it had undergone a Scientifid &echnical Advisory Panel (STAP)

review in December 2004 from which a small numbeca@mments were addressed. The
World Bank was also given the opportunity to revidhe project document and their
responses were addressed before the January sidmmiss

The endorsed project document was submitted to UNBWR York for onward transmission
to the GEF Council. A number of comments where nmadthe GEF Council, namely by the
United States, Switzerland and Germany. Responsgmied for the GEF Council did not
result in the need to amend the project document.

The GEF Council considered and endorsed the P&affd Project in February 2005 and the
final approval by the GEF CEO was made on 24 Ma&3520

UNDP-GEF delegated UNDP Fiji Principal Project Rlesit Representative for the OFMP in
June 2005 and in a letter of Delegation of Autlyodiéfined the role and activities for which
UNDP as the Implementing Agency would be respoasil#is the project Executing Agency,
the FFA signed the project document signature fragaly 2005 formalising their role in the
implementation in the project. The FFA will executee project in conjunction with the
Secretariat of the Pacific Community (SPC) andlithernational Union for the Conservation
of Nature and Natural Resources (IUCN). The lettéragreements between FFA and the co-
executing Agencies are appended#hachment A. While the contractual agreement between
FFA and SPC is complete, the letter of agreemetwdsmn FFA and IUCN has yet to be
signed at the time of preparation of this report.

The Project Coordination Unit

The Project Coordinating Unit (PCU) is to be estdtdd at the FFA and this will be
responsible for the day to day administrative agesments for the project as a whole, and
serve as a contact point between the project parared UNDP and participating countries.
The PCU will be to be assimilated into the Fistefiganagement Division at FFA and will
operate a long side a similar project funded byEtmpean Union that will focus on fisheries
development.

The PCU will consist of two posts which at presard in the recruitment stage with an
application deadline of the 14 October. The PChkigded by a Project Coordinator (PC) and
supported by a Project Finance and Administratific€ (PFAM). The terms of reference
for these positions are appended\etachment B. It is hoped that the positions will be filled
before the end of 2005.

The PCU will act as the Secretariat for the progeRiegional Steering Committee (RSC). To
prevent delays in the commencement of work under gioject and to ensure that the
momentum of the on going work in relation to thepgaration for the second meeting of the
WCPF Commission is maintained, the FFA has asswarstdrtup administrative role until the
establish of the PCU. The first meeting of the Brgl Steering Committee is expected to
take place in October 2005.

Inception Workshop

As required in the inception phase of the projactyorkshop was held at Suva, Fiji in late
August 2005 to assist the project staff understamdl take ownership of the project’s goals
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and objectives; and to ensure that a draft AnnuatkAPlan (AWP) was consistent with the
expected outcomes of the project.

The workshop offered an opportunity to introducg keoject staff which would support the
project implementation and to have the roles ofsilygport services required of UNDP Fiji as
the project Implementing Agency, and the PCU baseBFA, detailed. Discussions at the
workshop covered UNDP and GEF reporting and firelnformats and monitoring and
evaluation requirements; and in particular the AainRroject Implementation Reviews
(PIRs), Multipartite Review meetings, annual revdeamd audits and mid-term, final and post
evaluations processes.

The Inception workshop also determined the devetopnof the Inception Report which
would be presented to the first meeting of the Regi Steering Committedttachment C
to this report is the summary record of the Inaaptivorkshop.

Projected Activities for 2005

Output 2.1.4 provides for the placement of legtdchments at the FFA, one of which is
anticipated to take place before the end of 20G#is@or expressions of interest from Pacific
SIDS for further legal attachments in 2006 willrbade shortly.

National law and prosecution workshops (Output 3.lcommence in 2005 with the
convening of a dockside boarding and inspectiorkaluwp at Noro in the Western Province,
Solomon Islands.

Sub-Component 2.2, Policy Reform

The substantive activity in this sub-componenhis tecruitment of a Fisheries Management
Advisor (Output 2.2.1). The deadline for applicasdor this is 14 October and it is hoped
that the position can be filled before the endhef 2005. This position supports the range of
assistance to Pacific SIDS in their participatiorihie initial stages of the work of the WCPF

Commission. Under the Oceanic Fisheries Manageresject the Fisheries Management
Adviser is responsible for providing advice and mup to FFA member countries in the

development of effective national and regional ngamaent arrangements for the oceanic
fisheries within national waters and throughout Western and central Pacific. Consultants
(Output 2.2.4) will provide ongoing assistance adice for Pacific SIDS preparations for

the second meeting of the WCPF Commission schedaiddecember at Pohnpei, Federated
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States of Micronesia (Output 2.28pdcomplete national advisory tasks in Nauru, Niue and
Tokelau begun under the bridging component of tB& ®8DF grant.

Output 2.2.11 provides for the placement of Podittachments or study tour at the FFA, one
of which is anticipated to take place before thd eh2005. Calls for expressions of interest
from Pacific SIDS for further Policy attachment2id06 will be made shortly.

Sub-Component 2.3, Institutional Reform
Provision is made for beginning some national aglvigctivities in institutional reform
Sub-Component 2.4, Compliance Strengthening

Pacific SIDS have gathered in Honiara to attendoakshop (Output 2.4.1 & 2.4.2) that
focuses on preparations for the first regular nmgetf the Commission’s Technical and
Compliance Committee which will convene just pritw the second meeting of the
Commission At Pohnpei in December. This work shibfollowed by one that will help
Pacific SIDS better understand the risks poseddsievn and central Pacific Ocean fisheries
by illegal, unregulated and unreported (IUU) fighiand agree on initiatives to mitigate the
risks of IUU fishing.

An in-country vessel monitoring system (VMS) traigicourse (Output 2.4.3) is expected to
be held in Tokelau before the end of 2005.

Output 2.4.4 provides for the placement of MCSdhitaents or study tour at the FFA, one of
which is anticipated to take place before the eh@0®5. Calls for expressions of interest
from Pacific SIDS for further MCS attachments ird@@ill be made shortly.

Sub-Component 3.1, Project Implementation

Assistance with the establishment of an effectm@munication strategy for the project will
commence in the last part of 2005, Output 3.1.1sPée communications events include
web-based options and publications.

Sub-Component 3.4, Project Management & Coordinatio

The recruitment of staff (Output 3.4.1 and 3.4@)the Project Coordinating Unit (PCU) is
presently being undertaken. The posts of Projecbrdinator and Project Finance and
Administration Officer are expected to be filled tne end of 2005 if not sooner. The Project
Coordinator will be contracted to FFA and respolesifor the overall management and
supervision of the OFM project. The Project Cooattimn will be responsible for the

coordination of the day-to-day project activitiescluding supervision of the PCU staff,

reporting on staff activities and project progremsd external relations for the Project. The
Project Finance & Administration Officer will be gmgonsible for the financial and

administrative arrangements for the OFM Projechiwitthe framework of the UNDP and

FFA financial regulations and administrative progoes. The Project Finance &

Administration Officer will report to the ProjectoGrdinator, will liaise and consult closely

with UNDP Fiji and with the FFA Finance and Accougt Manager in the Corporate

Services Division, and other relevant FFA staff.

Top priority is being placed on the PCU recruitmenbcess but in the interim the FFA
Secretariat has agreed to assume an administrate/éo prevent the delay of project startup.
Parallel with the recruitment of staff the estdimiient of office requirements (Output 3.4.5,
3.4.6 and 3.4.7 for the PCU will be procured inltst quarter of 2005.

Sub-Component 1.3, Ecosystem Analysis

A major activity planned for the first year is te@mpling of stomach contents and tissues by
onboard observers, and their analysis in the ldabora(output 1.3.1). This activity was
initiated during the previous GEF project and we expect a smooth transition once the
Ecosystem Monitoring Scientist (EMS) has been iigguin October/November 2005.

The EMS will
be directly involved in aspects of the tagging pamgme related to ecosystem monitoring.

The levels of by-catch in WCPO oceanic fisherielf a¥o be analysed (Output 1.3.4), based
on existing fishing and observer data.

Existing data recorded during the previous GEF gmtojn the stomach content database
(currently >2000 records) shall be used for inggdtng trophic structure in the warm pool
ecosystem based on trophic models and statisticdtiveriate analyses (Output 1.3.5).
National technical staff will be attached to theCBBFP, and other institutions, to participate
in ecosystem analysis.
